Appendix I
Regulations pertaining to use of church premises

1. User must ensure the presence of reliable adult supervision during the course of all activities pertaining to the use of the premises for which approval has been granted.

2. Alcoholic beverages must not be brought onto or consumed on Church premises; in addition, gambling will not be allowed.

3. The chancel area shall not be used for purposes other than worship, unless approved by the Worship Committee.

4. Upon completion of user activities the user must:

a. Leave the church premises in a clean and orderly condition.

b. If the kitchen has been used, make sure that all taps are turned off snugly and stoves are turned off.

c. Place all garbage and other refuse in the containers provided and ensure that the lids are tightly closed.

d. Ensure that all windows and doors are properly closed and securely locked.

e. Make sure that all lights are turned off (ceiling fans to be left on)

5. Notify the church of any damage that has occurred. Any and all damages shall be the sole responsibility of the applicant, who shall assume all costs associated with the incident as may be determined by Whitmore Park United Church. Any such damages shall be reported on the first business day following use.

6. In the case of long-term leasing, proof of liability insurance must be provided by the lessee.
