   Also included is the legal responsibility under The Child and Family Services Act to report any concerns of child abuse to the Ministry of Social Services or to the police.

Process:
Sexual Abuse brochures from the United Church Conference office are placed in the book rack in the entry of our church.  This allows easy and private access for everyone.

This brochure advises the reader how to receive help and describes the process that will take place regarding a complaint within the church.

WPUC has a Sexual Abuse Officer in place.   Our Sexual Abuse Officer,  once contacted by anyone with a complaint,  sets a process in motion.   The Sexual Abuse Officer refers the person to the United Church Conference office at 721-3311 located at 418 A McDonald Street,  Regina,  Saskatchewan S4N 6E1.   A United Church Conference member of the Sexual Abuse Committee will be the lead person to direct the next steps and they will call on one of the trained Consultants who are located in various locations throughout Saskatchewan.

Whitmore Park United Church Sexual Abuse Officer always remains at arm's length from the person with the complaint,  and from the Board and  Ministry & Personnel Committee.  This is so that they are able to allow the process to take place without bias and this also allows that each of these entities are able to fulfill their roles and mandates as a complaint goes through the process.  
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
