Ladies Fellowship

Purpose:

To give leadership in the building of community both among the women and in the congregation as a whole.

Responsibilities:

1. To be part of the worshipping congregation.

2. To be a fellowship group for the ladies of the congregation.

3. To appoint from their membership a representative to the Central Board Executive.

4. To appoint two committees to be known as:

a – Social 

– To plan and direct social functions in the congregation.

· To assist standing committees; i.e. Pastoral Care and Membership – providing lunch for confirmands during preparation.

· To be alert to opportunities for building community.

b – Kitchen
· To stock the kitchen with supplies and equipment needed to fulfil the Social Committee’s and congregation’s purpose.

· To plan for future needs of the kitchen; i.e. stoves, cupboards, etc.

· To be responsible for maintaining the kitchen in a state of cleanliness appropriate to health rules and regulations
