Outreach Committee

Purpose:

To lead the congregation in the programs through which it expresses its love for its neighbours, through social action, social service and education.

Functions:

1. To be part of a worshipping congregation.

2. To receive the materials on programs and issues that arrive from the national church and other sources.

3. To establish guidelines for assessing the merits of the program and issues received and to recommend which we can support

4. To establish methods, sometimes in co-operation with other churches of the community, by which selected contemporary and ongoing issues can be studies and addressed.

5. To initiate study and action projects related to contemporary and ongoing issues.

6. To maintain an outreach educational program in the congregation.

7. To be a resource to other organizations and groups seeking information on outreach needs and activities.

8. To recommend to the congregation, through the Central Board, an amount of financial support for the projects and programs we have chosen; and once a budget has been adopted, to authorize disbursements throughout the year, in consultation with the church treasurer.

9. Make sure any other committees affected by decisions are contacted.
