Trustees

Purpose:

To hold “all lands, premises real and personal property acquired for the use of a local church or pastoral charge of the United Church” in trust for the United Church of Canada

Responsibilities:

Since the trustees’ work and responsibilities are related to the Trusts of Model Deed, the responsibilities as outlined in the Manual of the United Church of Canada must be followed.

See: Sections 250-272; Appendix II Schedule b; Basis of Union 5.3 and 5.13

Also, the trustees should meet at least annually to choose from their number a chairperson and to report same to the annual meeting of the congregation.

One member of the trustees will function as Archives Committee.

Archives Committee:

1. The archives committee functions under the auspices of the Board of Trustees; like the trustees, it is not required to have direct representation on the Central Board Executive, but is responsible for carrying out the mandate as prescribed by Regina Presbytery Archives Committee (and any other related duties as may be requested of it by the Central Board in accordance with Section 380 c i. and v.

2. The composition of the committee shall be:

· Chairperson: A member of the Board of Trustees named by the Board of Trustees and ratified by the Central Board or its executive.

· Secretary of the Central Board (for board minutes, correspondence, etc.)

· A representative of the Pastoral Care and Membership Committee (for membership data, historic memorabilia, photos, etc.)

· The office co-ordinator, for all other matters of filed records.

3. The committee is required to meet annually (possibly in conjunction with an annual meeting of the Board of Trustees) and when required to gather materials requested “for examination” by the Presbytery Archives Committee.
